Mike laughs,
as he spins her and sets her on the ground. They stand looking into each
other's eyes, filled with love. After a beat.

MIKE
The Reverend's waiting.

SULLY
We gotta do this now?

MIKE
Yes.
(kisses him lightly)
Ready?

SULLY
Sure.

Arm in arm, they walk into the church.

DISSOLVE TO:

2 INT. CHURCH - DAY ONE

The REVEREND is conferring with Mike and Sully about their wedding plans.

REVEREND
Have you talked about whether you want a large or small wedding?

SULLY
Small.

MIKE
(agrees)
Just people we know well.

REVEREND
So. . . how many would that be?
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Mike and Sully speak at once.

Sully Mike
Forty. Two hundred.

(CONTINUED)

2 CONTINUED:

SULLY
I don't know two hundred folks.

MIKE
If you count all our friends in town, and their families, it would come to
more than forty.

SULLY
But not two hundred.

(to Rev.)
And let you know.

REVEREND
Good. Because if it is two hundred, you might want to have the ceremony
outdoors.

MIKE
What about the meadow?

SULLY
Suits me.

Mike and Sully smile -- they're completely in accord.
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REVEREND
Good. Now, before I marry people, I find it's helpful to have a few meetings
where we just talk about things...

SULLY
What things?

REVEREND
About the marriage, what you expect, what problems might come up...

MIKE
We're not anticipating problems.

REVEREND
'Course not. Nobody does. But from what I've observed, the first year is
often the hardest. It's a big adjustment, and sometimes, a little frank talk
ahead of time can smooth the way.

SULLY
Me neither.
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REVEREND
Then let's talk about what you admire in each other. What brought you
together.

There's a beat, as Mike and Sully wait for the other to begin.

REVEREND
Sully? What made you fall in love with Michaela?

SULLY
It happened the first time I saw her.

5        CLIP 1 - PILOT

Sully sees Mike fall in the mud.

6        CLIP 2 - PILOT

General Store -- Sully throws tomahawk, splitting the sign, "No dogs or
Indians."

REVEREND (V.0.)
Michaela, do you remember what you first thought of Sully?

SULLY (V.0.)
She fell in love right off.

MIKE (V.0.)
(light)
I did not. I didn't know what to make of you.

MIKE
Foolish?

SULLY
You know how you are.

MIKE
What have I done that was foolish?

1.        He tells her not to waste water. (we see mirror)

2.        He scolds her for bringing too much junk.

3.        She saves him from snake with mirror - junk.

MIKE (V.0.)
I was determined to show him I could keep up and do whatever he did.
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4.        She falls and breaks her wrist.

(CONTINUED)

12 CONTINUED:

MIKE (V.0.)
Then I became almost helpless. Sully had to do everything for me.

Something had changed.

MIKE
I think that's true. Despite Sully's initial protests, we worked well
together.

MIKE
I never understood that. Why did you draw away? Because we were different?

REVEREND
(tries to divert them)
I have to be at school in a short while...

I saw that plain, in Boston.

1. Sully arrives in Boston in buckskin.

But you adjusted... very well.

Mike tries to teach Sully to dance. (leave out part where he tries to kiss
her and she wants to dance -- we'll use this in Clip 14) Sully says people
don't change.

Out in field, after failing to find water with divining rod, Mike tries to
reason with townsfolk.

MIKE (V.0.)
I still disagree. People can always change, if they want to.
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SULLY (V.0.)
But you can't force 'em to.
